Licence under section 254 of The Planning and Developments Acts 2000 and The Planning and Development (NO.2) Regulations 2002. 
Schedule of Standard Conditions 

1) Please do not forward and fee until requested to do so.

2) (a)This licence refers to the erection of a finger-post sign on the existing County Council pole.
(b)This licence refers to the erection of a finger-post sign on a new pole to be erected by the County Council.
3) Signs shall be purchased by the owner of the premises and shall be erected by the County Council at a suitable location, at the expense of the owner. Signs for more than one premise may be erected on the same pole. Poles will be provided by Wexford County Council.

4) The owner of the premises shall be responsible for the cost of the routine maintenance and replacement of signs should they become damaged or need renewal in the case of normal wear and tear.

5) Wexford County Council shall retain the right to remove a sign or alter its location at any time.

6) The licence fee for the first year shall be €125.00 per sign (including €75.00 erection fee), with an annual renewal fee of €50.00 per sign. This fee is applicable to all signs being a finger-post type not exceeding 1 metre in length. 
7) The sign shall comply with the requirements of the attached specification for tourist signposting.

8) All unauthorised signs advertising the premises shall be removed.

9) In the event of the establishment or facility advertised closing for a period longer than two weeks, the licensee shall notify the County Council and the sign may be removed at the discretion of the County Council.

10) The sign shall be delivered to the nearest County Council Area Office and will be erected by the County Council.  

 Wexford county council policy on advertising

a) Signs must not compete with road signs or otherwise endanger traffic safety.

b) Sandwich boards and free standing signs will be discouraged in order to protect pedestrians and in particular people with disabilities.

Roadside Advertising Structures (Section 254 Licensing) 

1. The County Council will give consideration to permitting the erection of finger-post signs to service local premises away from main traffic routes in rural areas provided:

· They do not give rise to confusion or traffic hazard.
· The sign relates to premises located in a rural area within one km of the advertised.

· The need for the sign is clearly established
· They contain only directional information.
· It does not exceed 1.4 sq. m.
· An existing post is used where possible. 
2. Licence applications for advance advertising structures on the approaches to towns and villages and along national roads will generally be refused. Exceptions would be major tourist attractions of national or regional importance.

3. The County Council will only consider licensing of finger-post signs for general commercial activities in isolated urban and rural areas. Compliance with the criteria set out above will be required. If more than one industry is located in the same area, a general sign may be provided. Directional information only should be included on the sign.

4. The County Council will encourage the location of tourism signage that will facilitate the identification of attractions of national and regional importance but does not distract from visual amenity or create traffic hazard. Signage for tourism attractions and accommodation facilities is generally expected to comply with the standards outlined in Criteria for the Provision of Tourist Attraction and Accommodation Signs issued by the Department of the Environment.

Advertisement Signs on Public Roads 
1. Specification for signs 
(a) All signs shall be manufactured in accordance with the current Department of the Environment standards specified for the construction of traffic signs.

(b) Signs shall be finger-post type only measuring 1000mm (maximum length). Script shall be condensed to 70% of its normal tile width to comply with this length restriction.

(c)  Colour     

I. Signs for accommodation shall have lettering on a brown background and shall have a white border. The shade of the brown to be 411 of BS 381C ‘middle brown’.

II. Signs indicating registered and approved Bord Fáilte accommodation shall have the Bord Fáilte symbol which shall be inserted at the pole end of the sign. The symbol shall be the green Bord Fáilte shamrock 180 mm in diameter inset in a white circle 190 mm in diameter with a square surround 205 mm x 205 mm in 3m Cal, Ref No. 3860 green. The shamrock shall be in FasCal 907 light green vinyl. The corners of the square containing the symbol to be rounded, the whole symbol to have a white delineation line between the Bord symbol and the brown field of the sign.

III. The Bord Fáilte symbol, the name of the premises and accommodation category and border of the sign, may be reflectorised on a non-reflective brown background.

(d) Wording shall consist of the name of the premises, e.g. family, premises, etc. and shall be on the upper half of the sign; lettering to be all in Transport medium capitals and lower case lettering and the lower case height for the facility shall be 50mm.
(e) The registered accommodation referred to is the following:

Bord Fáilte Registered Hotels – Hotels

Bord Fáilte Registered Guesthouses – Guesthouse

Bord Fáilte Registered Holiday Hostel – Holiday Hostel

Bord Fáilte Registered Youth Hostel – Youth Hostel

Bord Fáilte Registered Holiday Camp –Holiday Camp

Bord Fáilte Registered Caravan/Camping Site- Caravan/Camping site

(f) Signs indicating  An óige Hostel shall show international Youth Hostel

Federation symbol.

(g) Signs indicating caravan and camping parks are not required to display the name of the premises or the Bord Fáilte symbol.

(h) Non-registered Bord Fáilte Approved Accommodation, namely, farmhouse and town and country homes shall be described as follows:

Bord Fáilte Approved Farmhouses – Farmhouse 
Bord Fáilte Approved Town and Country Homes – Town / Country Home.

(i) No applicant may use the descriptions at (e) & (h) unless registered or 

approved by Bord Fáilte.

(j) In the event of the local authority granting approval for the erection of a sign indicating accommodation which is neither registered nor approved, the Bord Fáilte symbol or the descriptions given at (e) & (h) above should not be used. The word ‘accommodation’ should be used as a common descriptive title.

(k) Only those signs may be used which are purchased from vendors currently certified by the National Standards Authority of Ireland (NSAI) as complying with the Department of the Environment’s Specification and shall have the standard mark.

2. Signs shall be purchased by the owner of the premises and shall be erected by the roads authority at a suitable location at the expense of the owner.

3. The owner of the premises shall be responsible for the cost of routine maintenance and replacement of signs shall they become damaged or need renewal in the case of normal wear and tear.

4. The roads authority should retain the right to remove a sign or alter its location at any time.
