5. SICAP

Mr. Michael Sweeney advised members that Wexford LCDC has been allocated €150,065 under the Community Enhancement Programme 2021. He added the following recommendations:

€45K (30%) ring-fenced for grants of €1,000 or less.

€10K to support the development of Clonroche Community Centre

Balance for grants up to a maximum of €3K per application

All valid applications to be considered for approval at LCDC meeting 15th July 2021.
