3. The bursary award applies to the Drama League of Ireland Summer School which takes place 
in the University of Limerick from Sat 27th July – 3rd August, 2019.  Candidates must be available to attend on these dates. 
4. The bursary will cover course fees, including tuition, single room en-suite accommodation, meals and social programme. 
5. The bursary does not include travel expenses and candidates must make their own travel arrangements.

8. Candidates must be over 18 years of age on 14th April, 2019.

1. Course A:  A Safety Net and a Beanbag. . . . Kevin O’Connor offers this beginners’ course an introduction to acting in a friendly and supportive atmosphere.  It will be ideal for those with little or no acting experience, and for those wishing to recharge their theatrical batteries.
2. Course B – To Be Confirmed: ….This course, for directors, is aimed at those with little or no experience.  
3. Course C:  Creating with Courage:  An Actor’s Workshop . . . . Geoff O’Keeffe is for actors with experience who wish to challenge themselves to dig deeper and be more courageous in their creative response to the work, this course affords you the opportunity to work within an industrious, yet supportive environment.

4. Course D:  How to Make a Scene . . .  Maree Kearns – is a hands-on physical course that will look at the creative process of the theatre designer and the many challenges that are faced when creating a show.
5. Course E:  Scenes form Chekhov’s Plays . . .  Peter McAllister – this workshop is for advanced actors, and will explore scenes from the plays of the Russian playwright, Anton Chekhov, in versions by Brian Friel and Thomas Kilroy.
