1. Adoption of Minutes:

The minutes of the Local Community Development Committee (LCDC) meeting of 22nd June, 2018, were adopted.

2. Matters Arising
Mr. Kehoe noted that funding approved at the last meeting for Wexford Local Development under the Community Enhancement  Programme 2018 was omitted from the minutes. This was noted and agreed as follows:
· €20,045 allocated to Wexford Local Development to support projects identified in disadvantaged communities through SICAP

4. Community Enhancement  Programme 2018
Mr. Mackey reminded members of the Community Enhancement  Programme 2018 proposals adopted by the LCDC on 22nd June 2018 which included a 30% allocation to the Municipal Districts, €20,000 to Wexford Men’s Shed, €65,000 to the establishment of a Fab Lab in Enniscorthy which members saw in operation prior to the meeting and the balance to SICAP projects. Mr. Mackey then presented the SICAP projects proposed as well as the Municipal Districts recommendations for Enniscorthy, Wexford and New Ross. He noted that Gorey have yet to submit their recommendations and these will be presented to a future LCDC meeting. Mr. Mackey requested approval for the allocations presented. Mr. Lewis left the meeting at this point due to a conflict of interest with the Fab Lab proposal. It was unanimously agreed, by a show of hands, to adopt the 2018 Community Enhancement  Programme recommendations.

Mr. Lewis returned to the meeting. Mr. Mackey further noted that an additional €320,000 funding for this programme was announced on 21st September 2018. The details of this scheme will have to be looked at and Mr. Mackey advised the members that it will be a decision for the LCDC how this additional allocation will be spent. 

5. Mens Shed Specific Community Enhancement  Programme 2018
Mr. Mackey presented the Mens Shed Specific Community Enhancement Programme 2018 projects proposed which total €23,188 and requested approval for the allocations presented. These were unanimously agreed, by a show of hands.

Wexford Taskforce on Future Skills & Education Needs LCDC Sub-Committee  
Mr. Mackey updated the members on the Skills and Training Expo organized by the Taskforce on Future Skills & Education Needs. This event was held on 13th June 2018 in the Riverside Park Hotel and focused specifically on Engineering & Manufacturing. He noted that the turnout on the day was disappointing. Mr. Banville stated that it was promoted well among small businesses. Mr. Mackey agreed there were lessons to be learned from this but also noted that some good connections were made on the day.

Mr. Mackey gave a brief update on the recent joint meeting of the WCC Healthy County Sub-Committee and LCDC Healthy Ireland Sub-Committee as well the production of the Healthy County plan.

Mr. Mackey presented the loneliness map of the county that has recently been completed by AIRO and answered questions the members had on this. Mr. Rath informed members that a public information meeting on Befriending Services has been organised by the PPN for 22nd October at 7pm in the Riverside Park Hotel in conjunction with ALONE.

8. Chief Officer’s Report 
Mr. Mackey presented the Chief Officers report which included the following:

9. Local Economic and Community Plan Update (LECP)
Ms. Doyle gave an update on the LECP and answered any questions the members had on same.
Mr. Mackey also noted that the LECP review stage has been parked and there is a process of review being carried out nationally. In the meantime, Mr. Mackey noted that Wexford will continue to carry out their review of the plan.

10. AOB
Mr. Toomey stated that there is a greater inequality for older citizens in Wexford that there is for those in Wicklow and Dublin in relation to provision of chiropody services. Mr. Mackey agreed to raise with Ms. Hendrick, LCDC HSE representative.

Mr. Kehoe informed the members that WLD in conjunction with Wexford Sports Active are hosting a workshop entitled “Developing Sports in Disadvantaged Areas” on 26th September. This workshop is for clubs and organisations across Co. Wexford to help promote the development of inclusive sporting opportunities in disadvantaged areas. WLD are also arranging a workshop entitled “Are We There Yet? Equality For Women In Ireland” on 13th October at 9.00am in Wexford Spiegeltent. 
Mr. Rath informed the members that Wexford PPN are conducting Need Assessment Workshops among Wexford PPN Members to assist with capacity building. He also noted that it is hoped to run a part-time Diploma in Youth & Community Work in Wexford and that the PPN may be looking for funding from the LCDC to do so. Mr. Rath agreed to come back to the next meeting with more details. 
Ms. Dubsky advised members that Coastwatch surveys are ongoing at present and up to 15th October. She added that any assistance with these coastal surveys would be greatly appreciated.

Ms. Medlycott raised the issue of personal injuries insurance and welcomed the work carried out by Minister Michael D’Arcy recently. She asked that the recommendations in Minister D’Arcy’s report are carried out speedily as these insurance issues are causing huge problems for Community Groups.
