4. Events that celebrate new communities and underrepresented voices. Events should promote and connect artists from marginalised backgrounds and showcase the culturally diverse communities living in the County. We would love to hear from any community, particularly, but not limited to, the following often marginalised groups:
– asylum seekers, refugees and migrants
–  D/deaf culture or arts and disability
–  Irish Traveller culture
– those promoting gender equality
–  under-represented group
5. Events organised by or in collaboration with young people.

· Be free and accessible to the public. 
· Events must take place after 4pm on the 18th of September 2026.
· Events must have a cultural focus.
· Proposals must be feasible from an artistic and event management perspective.
· Embrace the Arts Council’s Pay the Artist  policy for professional artists.
