NOTES:

SECTION 97(5) OF THE PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT ACT 2000:

“An application for a certificate shall be accompanied by a statutory declaration made by the applicant-

(a) giving, in respect of the period of 5 years preceding the application, such particulars of the legal and beneficial ownership of the land, on which it is proposed to carry out the development to which the application relates, as are within the applicant’s knowledge or procurement,

(b) identifying any persons with whom the applicant is acting in concert,

(c) giving particulars of-

(i) any interest that the applicant has, or had at any time during the said period, in any land in the immediate vicinity of the land on which it is proposed to carry out such development, and

(ii) any interest that any person with whom the applicant is acting in concert has, or 

had at any time during the said period, in any land in the said immediate vicinity, of which the applicant has knowledge,

(j) stating that the applicant is not aware of any facts or circumstances that would constitute grounds under subsection (12) for the refusal by the planning authority to grant a certificate,

(d) giving such other information as may be prescribed.”

Prescribed information to be included in statutory declaration under Section 97 (5) of Act:

Article 49 of the Planning & Development Regulations 2001

In addition to the requirements of Section 97(5) of the Act, an applicant for a certificate under that section shall state in the statutory declaration made by the applicant to accompany the application-

(a) whether the applicant, or any person with whom the applicant is acting in concert, has been granted, within the period of 5 years prior to the date of making of the application, a certificate under section 97 of the Act which at the time of application remains in force, and

(b) whether the applicant, or any person with whom the applicant is acting in concert, has carried out, or has been granted permission to carry out, a development consisting of the provision of 4 or fewer houses or of housing on land of 0.1 hectares or less, within the period of 5 years prior to the date of making the application for a certificate, on land in respect of which the certificate is being sought or land in its immediate vicinity (save that any such development carried out, or permission granted, before 1 November 2001 may be disregarded).
