
SMALL ARTS FESTIVAL & EXPERIMENTAL EVENTS GRANT SCHEME 2021
The Arts Department of Wexford County Council is pleased to announce that €23,000 has been awarded through our grant scheme for Small Arts Festivals and Experimental Art Events taking place in County Wexford during 2021. 

This Scheme supports a diverse range of small arts festivals and experimental events throughout Wexford County.  The focus was on festivals/events of high artistic quality that are innovative and have a strong emphasis on public engagement. A total of 11 festivals were awarded funding out of a total of 24 applications. 
· Three Billboards outside Gorey – a public art billboard project for Gorey  
· FuddleFest –a selection of concert performances on 3 different stages over 2 days in Fuddletown, Killinick.
· New Ross Piano Festival – various events in New Ross town.

· Sean Nós Singing i nGuaire On Board The Gorey Caravan Féile- varied activities taking place in Gorey District or Online
· Spring Moves Dance Festival – workshops, performances and talks in various indoor /outdoor locations in Wexford Town and online  
· Theatre Al Fresco- with St. Michael’s Theatre 4 weeks-4 shows in The Library Park, New Ross 
· The First Fathom – a number of outside broadcasts in the form of art works situated in Kilmore Quay, Little Beach, the Burrow and surroundings, which walkers and other beach users can experience.
· The Gap Arts Festival 2021- A full weekend of outdoor/indoor/online events e.g. professional theatre, art, music, talks and workshops in Ballythomas, north Wexford, and environs.
· The Eugene O’Neill International Festival of Theatre "One Festival, Two Countries"  New Ross – various events in St. Michael’s Theatre, Dunbrody Ship and WIT Waterford.
· The Wexford May Bush Festival 2021- online programme of events. 
· One Voice Festival – Tales from the Quay with Wexford Arts Centre.
Liz Burns, County Arts Officer, Arts Department, said, ‘We are delighted to get such a good response to this new small arts festival & experimental events fund.  It highlights the variety and quality of such arts festivals and events taking place throughout county Wexford in urban and rural contexts. Despite the challenges posed by Covid 19 all the festivals have very creatively adapted their programmes  for 2021  and I wish them all every success”.
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
