SCHEDULE   -  PART  II

TERMS  &  CONDITIONS

1.
Grant allocation will relate to the construction and improvement of non-public accommodation roads (farm roads and certain roads serving the public) and bog roads, and to undertake minor drainage improvements, anywhere within county areas, subject to compliance with the terms and conditions of the scheme.

2.
A project must benefit two or more parcels of land owned or occupied by different persons, or serve the public, or, in relation to rights of turbary etc., serve two or more persons entitled to such rights.  A "parcel of land" includes land used as the site of a house or other building.  Works of the following kind would not satisfy the requirements of the Scheme: 

(a) roads serving only houses or buildings occupied or used  by persons not engaged in agriculture;

(b)
roads serving only Council cottages, i.e. non-vested cottages;

(b) roads or drains on bogs being developed commercially for large scale

                  turf production for sale.

3.
The offer of a contribution from the County Council is subject to withdrawal or alteration without notice and is subject to payment of a local contribution.  No action on the part of the Council is required until the landholders' contribution is paid.

4.     The aggregate local contribution must meet at least 10% of the costs of the project.

        The amount to be paid by an individual beneficiary is a matter for arrangement 

         between the beneficiaries themselves.

5.
The landowners'/ Residents contribution will be payable in advance of the work starting and should be paid as a joint sum.  Free labour and materials are not acceptable as a contribution.

6.
Road projects may provide for the construction, improvement or reconstruction of roads or bridges.  The work should not be ordinary maintenance of a kind which the applicants could reasonably be expected to do themselves, but should provide for essential works of a more substantial kind such as strengthening weak sections, rut filling, resurfacing and opening water channels.  Existing fences may also be removed, or set back, and new fences provided, where necessary and feasible at reasonable cost.

7.
The contributors and any other persons whose lands or interests appear to be affected by the proposed work must, when required prior to the commencement of operation, sign the prescribed form giving their full consent to the operation of the work including entry to their lands etc.

8.
Applicants must arrange amongst themselves for the provision of any land which may be required for the construction or widening of a road or drain, and no charge in respect of compensation for such land may be made.

9.
The Council will decide on the specification of the work to be done and on the best manner of carrying it out and the applicants shall not have any claim against the Council for any imperfection which may exist in the finished work, nor for any failure to complete the full amount of work that was envisaged.

10.
In the event of the agreed estimate being insufficient to complete the specified work the Council will not have any liability to expend any further sum.

11.
The carrying out of work will not involve any liability on the part of the Council for subsequent maintenance and the applicants shall maintain the works in good order and repair at their own charge and expense.

12.
A map showing the exact location of the lane must be submitted with the application.
